Goodrich and Yokohama
ECMC start new business

The Yokohama Rubber Co., Ltd. was established as a joint
venture between Yokohama Electric Cable Manufucturing
Company (predecessor of today's Furukawa Electric Co.) and
U -based BFGoodrich. The photo shows Suekichi
Nakagawa, a director at Yokohama Electric Cable who was
instrumental in the Company’s establishment and later became
the second president.

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Birth of the
Smile Shop

This advertisement was placed in the PR magazine Tyre (September 5,
1963 issue). The “Smile” mark used in sales promotion activities for
truck and bus tyres was borrowed from BFGoodrich, the color changed
and the “Smileage” mark created by combining the words “smile” and
“mileage”. The “smile signboard” that originated in the U.S. helped to
build up the image of Yokohama Tyres just as people were starting to
own cars.

50th anniversary
celebration

An grand 50th anniversary celebration was held at the Tokyo Prince
Hotel in Shiba-Koen on October 12, 1967 with around 400 guests.
Commemorative events inviting relevant persons were aiso held at
respective plants and branch offices, including the Hiratsuka Plant
